A. Research Projects & Research Based Urban Design / Planning
Projects

The Center receives research based urban design and/or planning projects from central and/or
local authorities at different times. Besides, the Center also gives advising to similar institutions.
The Center also serves for the University within its scope. Within this working period, the
Center has spent its time and energy on three major projects.

1. A design and planning project for Alsancak Municipality.
2. Master planning for EMU Campus.
3. Advising and urban regeneration project for Nicosia Turkish Municipality.

The first and the third projects have been carried our based-on protocols signed between the
University and the related Municipality. Both projects continue in different ways and now will
become Doner Sermaye Projects for 2021. The second one is a duty for EMU, assigned to the

Center by the Rectorate. Due to regular changes in Rectorate this duty has been going on for

some years.

The Center also prepares scientific reports on urban issues whenever there is a related topic
within the country. Also, the Center tries to find ways to get funded research projects. These
two items are also explained briefly below.

2018 Spring — ongoing with different phases

1. Alsancak Menekse Region — Village Pattern Conservation and Design
Guidelines Project

Based on the protocol signed by the EMU Rectorate and Alsancak Municipality (NTM) on 27
February 2018, the following project team under URDC became responsible to prepare the
Village Pattern Conservation and Design Guidelines for Alsancak Menekse Region.

A meeting with the Mayor and TRNC Planning Department representatives was organized on
January 3, 2019. The final version of the Guidelines was submitted in June 2019 to the
Municipality to be officially approved by the TRNC Planning Department. By the call of the
Municipality and the related Ministry, the team has presented the Project to the public to get
feedback. Then, in September 2020, the team started working on the rehabilitation project of
the main street in the village, based on the request of Alsancak Municipality. Accordingly, a new
letter of agreement (protocol) is being prepared to be signed.

The Master Plan is submitted to the Rectorate on September 5, 2018 with the letter numbered
ARM19-2018-024 through ETS. Since then, no action has been taken at the Rectorate level; no
feedback has been received. We are still hoping that EMU Campus Master Plan will be officially
approved and be in use soon. We believe this is crucial for reaching a sustainable campus at
EMU.

The prepared and submitted Campus Master Plan must be revised and updated according to
the recent changes within the University in the last 15 months. This is waiting for a new
initiative of the new Rectorate administration. The new Vice Rector (Assoc. Prof. Dr. Serhan
Sensoy) has made a call to the Director and expressed interest to continue with URDC for the
finalization of the Campus Master Planning process. We are waiting for a new duty in that
regard. Having said that, we have already started updating the plan and we are now in the
process of sending some requests and questions to the Rectorate, to be able to finalize the
Campus Master Plan, which will now for the coming 15 years of 2021-2036.

3. Nicosia Master Plan (NMP) Advising & Nicosia Terminal Area Transformation
Project

Based on the Protocol signed by the EMU Rectorate and Nicosia Turkish Municipality (NTM) on
10 February 2017, an additional Protocol has been signed to determine the responsibilities of
URDC on the Nicosia Master Plan (NMP) Revision — Labor and Advisory Services on behalf of
NTM.

The team has prepared a report of the revision of the NMP and shared it with the Municipality.
Planning / designing & advising process has been frozen for a year in 2019.

Then in 2020, the Municipality has requested a team — Prof.Dr. Sebnem Hoskara, Assoc.Prof.Dr.
Nevter Zafer Comert and Assoc.Prof.Dr. Ercan Hoskara — to work on the redesign and
regeneration project of the terminal building & terminal area, to prepare a competition file
and to organize participation process. The team has started working with the Municipality and
accordingly, a new letter of agreement is being prepared.

In addition to these projects, Nicosia Turkish Municipality has also requested advising on their
Kanlidere Rehabilitation Project. For this duty, the Center collaborates with the Department of
Civil Engineering and Prof.Dr. Umut Tirker and Assoc.Prof.Dr. Mirlde Celikag will take over the
duty as advisors to this project, through a new Doner Sermaye protocol.

5. Funded Research Projects

To be able to apply for funded research projects, the Executive Committee has decided to set
up an NGO with the same name of the Center and then apply for EU and other international
funding in the coming years. Three members of the executive board of the center (Prof.Sebnem
Hoskara, Assoc.Prof.Dr. Nevter Zafer and Assist.Prof.Dr. Pinar Ulugay) have become the
establishing members of a new NGO with some external colleagues. This new NGO -
“SURDURULEBILIR BINALAR VE KENTLER DERNEGI” — can now have collaboration with EMU-
URDC for applying for funded research projects.

For the 2 projects mentioned above — Alsancak and Nicosia, new ‘Déner Sermaye Projesi
Sozlesmesi’ have bee signed by the related Municipalities in Fall 2021-2022.

31 Ekim tarihi, Birlesmis Milletler (BM) Genel Kurulu’nun 68/239 sayili karariyla Diinya Kentler Giinii olarak belirlenmistir.
BM'in belirledigi sekliyle Diinya Kentler Gliniiniin, uluslararasi toplumun kiiresel kentlesmeye olan ilgisini blyik 6lglide
tesvik etmesi, firsatlari karsilama ve kentlesmenin zorluklarini ele alma konusunda Ulkeler arasinda isbirligini ilerletmesi ve
dlinya ¢apinda strdurilebilir kentsel kalkinmaya katkida bulunmasi beklenmektedir. Dlinya Kentler Glniiniin 2020 yili
temasi Topluluklarimiza ve Kentlerimize Deger Vermek olarak belirlenmistir.

Birlesmis Milletler ifade edildigi gibi, COVID-19'un etkisi, diinya ¢apinda kentsel yasami yeniden sekillendirmektedir.
Dinyanin gesitli yerlerinde, yerel topluluklar, insanlari giivende tutmaya ve bazi ekonomik faaliyetleri stirdiirmeye katkida
bulunmada kilit bir rol oynamaya baglamislardir.

Kuramsal olarak ‘topluluk degeri’ kavrami, yerel gonallilik ve kendi mahallelerinde orgltlenen insanlar ile, yoksulluga,
sistematik ayrimciliga ve irkgiliga meydan okuyan sosyal hareketleri kapsamaktadir. Pandemi dénemi boyunca, kentsel
alanlardaki bireysel haneler evde ¢alisma ve egitim igin elverisli ortamlar saglarken, gayri resmi yerlesimlerde ve 6zellikle
gecekondu mahallelerinde topluluklar da, sosyal ve ekonomik yasama énemli katkilarda bulunmak igin ¢aba
gostermislerdir.

BM insan Yerlesimleri Programi (UN-HABITAT)in en son Diinya Kentleri Raporu, siirdiiriilebilir kentleri tesvik etmek igin
karar mekanizmalarina, yerel topluluklar da dahil olmak tizere tiim paydaslari dahil eden kentlerin dGnemine ve faydasina
dikkat cekmektedir. Bu baglamda BM Genel Sekreteri Anténio Guterres de, kentlerin ve topluluklarin COVID-19’a karsi
midahalede 6n saflarda yer aldigini belirterek, ancak bu bilingle, toplu olarak, hep birlikte, herkes igin gercekten
strdirdlebilir kentler yaratabilecegimizi vurgulamistir. Guterres’in konuyla ilgili dogrudan ifadesi bu baglamda ¢ok
carpicidir: “Kentsel topluluklar politika ve karar alma ile mesgul oldugunda ve finansal kaynaklarla gliglendirildiginde,
sonuglar daha kapsayici ve dayaniklidir. Topluluklarimizi gelecegin kentlerinin kalbine yerlestirelim.”

Bu bakis agisindan bakildiginda anlasiimasi gereken, ¢cagdas toplumlar ve siirdirilebilir, yasanabilir kentler yaratmak igin,
politika yapicilarin, merkezi ve yerel yénetimlerin, gelecegin kentlerini birlikte tasarlamak adina kentsel planlama, tasarim,
uygulama ve izleme sireglerine, sistematik ve stratejik bir sekilde topluluklari, yani tim paydaslari dahil etmeleri
zorunlulugudur. Sivil toplumun, topluluklarin, kentlilerin, kent kullanicilarinin séylemleri, talepleri ve etkinlikleri gdz ardi
edilmemeli, 6nemsenmelidir. Topluluklarin degerinin taninmasi, viris salgininin 6tesinde de strdirilmelidir. BM
tarafindan da vurgulandigi sekliyle, yeni bir stirdirilebilir kentsel normallige gegiste, yerel topluluklar, istihdam yaratma,
temel hizmetlerin saglanmasi, yesil-ekonomik déniisiimiin saglanmasi, yeterli barinma ve kamusal alanin saglanmasi ve
yerel degerin yeniden olusturulmasi igin yeni devlet politikarina ihtiyag vardir.

C. Scholarly Activities

This academic year EMU-URDC has continued two of the scholarly activities which were initiated during
the lock-down period of March 2020 — May 2020 due to Covid-19 pandemic — Covid19 Public Space talks
and the podcasts.

Belirlenmis 17 Surdlrilebilir Kalkinma Amaci ve 169 alt hedef
dogrultusunda, 2030 yilinda diinyanin daha iyi, daha yasanabilir bir yer olmasi igin, tim hikimetlere, is diinyasina, ilgili meslek
alanlarina, sivil topluma ve halka gérevler dismektedir. Bu baglamda tiim aktorlerin ortak ve akil yolu ile galismalari biyiik 6nem
tagimaktadir.
Birlesmis Milletlerin tanimladigi sekliyle (1) yoksulluga son, (2) agliga son, (3) saglikli bireyler, (4) nitelikli egitim, (5) toplumsal
cinsiyet esitligi, (6) temiz su ve sihhi kosullar, (7) erisilebilir ve temiz enerji, (8) insana yakisir is ve ekonomik biiylime, (9) sanayi,
yenilikgilik ve altyapi, (10) esitsizliklerin azaltilmasi, (11) strdirilebilir sehirler ve topluluklar, (12) sorumlu dretim ve tiketim,
(13i) iklim eylemi, (14) su altindaki yasam, (15) karasal yasam, (16) baris, adalet ve gii¢lii orgitler, (17) hedefler igin ortakliklar,
olarak belirlenmis olan Birlesmis Milletler Sirdarilebilir Kalkinma Amaglari, ayri ayri incelendiginde, hemen hemen hepsinin
kentlerle / kentlesmeyle ve dolayisiyla ‘(kent ve bdlge) planlama’ ile dogrudan iliskili oldugu gérilmektedir. Kiresellesmeyle
birlikte kentlerde ortaya gikan hizli niifus artisi, carpik yapilasma, altyapi ve gevre sorunlari, konut sorunlari, yoksulluk, issizlik, vb.
cevresel, toplumsal ve ekonomik sorunlar, stirdirilebilir kalkinma amaglarinin ortaya ¢ikmasina bir zemin olusturmustur.
Surdarulebilir kalkinma, biitiinsel ve uzun vadeli diisiinmeyi gerektiren sistem tabanli bir yaklasimdir. Kentler, stirdirilebilir
kalkinma amaglarinin gergeklestiriimesinde 6nemli bir baslangigc noktasidir. Yalnizca kentlerin / kentsel ve kirsal yerlesimlerin,
cevresel, ekonomik, politik ve kiiltiirel boyutlarda ele alinacagi uygulamalar ile strdirilebilirlik saglanabilir ve toplumsal yagam
alanlari diizenlenebilir. Bu noktada kent ve bolge planlama, ve baglantili olarak, kentsel tasarim, mimarlik, kentsel koruma ve tiim
mihendislik disiplinleri Gnemli bir role ve sorumluluga sahiptir.
Kentleri ve kentlesmeyi ilgilendiren tim bu sorunlarin ¢éziimiinde ve dolayisiyla siirdiiriilebilir kalkinma amaglarina yerel ve
kiiresel anlamda ulagmada ‘planlama’ en dogru arag olma 6zelligine sahiptir. Bu yoniyle bakildiginda, kentlerin ortaya gikisinin
ardindan, ancak 19. Yuzyilin sonlarinda bilimsel 6zellikleri olan bir disiplin haline gelmeye baslayan, kentlerin diizenlenmesine ve
kentlesmeye yon veren bir disiplin olan (kent ve bdlge) planlama, giiniimiiz kosullari iginde ve ilkeden Ulkeye de degisim
gosterdigi bilinciyle, yeniden yorumlanmali, tanimi, hedefleri, araglari ve siiregleri yeniden gézden gegirilmelidir.

For the 10th anniversary of the EMU Urban Design Graduate Program, the Department of Architecture
organized an international virtual conference in collaboration with EMU’s Urban Research and
Development Center (URDC). This international virtual conference was dedicated as 'Young Researchers
Forum @ Re-Discovering Urban Design' and occurred from the 9th through the 11th of December 2020.

The two-fold aim of the International Urban Design Conference was to provide overarching views on
urban design education and research and a rich discussion platform for all participants to exchange



ideas with senior mentors in urban design. Opportunities for interaction with the mentors included five
keynote presentations by:

e Prof. Alex Krieger, Harvard University Graduate School of Design, USA

¢ Lect. Ombretta Romice, University of Strathclyde Department of Architecture, UK
¢ Prof. Nikos Salingaros, University of Texas at San Antonio, USA

e Prof. Deane Alan Simpson, The Royal Danish Academy of Fine Arts, Denmark

e Prof. Derya Oktay, Maltepe University, Turkey

In addition, two panel discussions allowed participants to make inquiries of eight practicing
professionals: three alumni of the EMU urban design program and five doctors teaching urban design at
their respective universities. Conference organizers also presented three virtual city tours to introduce
remote participants to both historic and modern features of the Cypriot cities of Famagusta, Nicosia,
and Girne. The tour presentations have been conducted by Department of Architecture professors.

Over the 3-day conference, 28 researchers representing 11 universities presented their studies and
findings. The presentations were organized into eight sessions according to the four topics of Public
Space, Urban Change/Redevelopment/Revival, Sustainability/Ecology, and Heritage/Culture. Each
session was moderated by one of 13 moderators.

All of the featured presentations and topical sessions were followed by question-and-answer periods
which were refereed by one of 13 moderators. Presenters addressed a variety of research about urban
design from master, doctoral, and post-doctoral perspectives. In total, participants represented 22
institutions and 14 different countries. The breadth of urban design topics inspired riveting discussions,
new insights, and fresh motivation.

The peer-reviewed abstracts of all accepted presentations are published before the conference in an
open-access e-book of abstracts by EMU Press. All presented papers, after the process of a double-blind
review process, will be published in the open-access Book of Proceedings and selected papers will be
published in the Journal of Urban Research and Development (JURD) of EMU, either in a Special Issue

or in the Summer and Winter 2021 Issues.

Eastern Mediterranean University (EMU) Urban Research and Development Center (EMU-URDC) and
Famagusta Walled City Association (MASDER) organized a historic environment awareness event series
including ‘photographic documentation-exhibition-roundtable discussion’ with the theme of “Looking
our Home/City from Outside: Eyesore Scenes in Famagusta Walled City” on the occasion of 18 April
International Day for Monuments and Sites. The statement released by EMU-URDC and MASDER on the
matter said:

“The 2021-year theme of the annually celebrated 18 April International Day for Monuments and Sites
organized with the leadership of International Council of Monuments and Sites (ICOMOS) organization
and with the intention of raising awareness on preservation of cultural properties and



creating/increasing public awareness is set to be “Complex Pasts: Diverse Futures” on the condition of
referencing the United Nations’ 2030 New Urban Agenda and Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs)”.

Exhibition Opening and Talk Event took place on 17 April 2021 with this event organized by the
collaboration of EMU-URDC and MASDER; it was aimed to emphasize the values of living in a historic city
like Famagusta and raise awareness on the importance of preserving such values. The event also aimed
to make Famagusta Walled City a more sustainable historical city and to reside in a sustainable
community within the scope of the UN’s SDG11 “Sustainable Cities and Communities”. Therefore,
identifying, bringing forward and discussing the problems encountered in the city was in the agenda of
the event.”

A talk
took place on the same day at 11:00 after an opening speech of MASDER Director Rifat Yalinc.
Famagusta Mayor Mr. ismail Arter delivered a speech during the event and mentioned the current and
future plans of the Famagusta Municipality regarding Famagusta Walled City. At 12:00, EMU-URDC
Executive Board member and EMU Architecture Department academic staff Assoc. Prof. Dr. Ege Uluca
Tumer commented on existing problems in Famagusta Walled City and its historic structure through the
exhibited photographs. Amateur and / or professional photographers, citizens, students and MASDER
members participated during the talk and participants received their attendance certificates at the end
of the event.

Both EMU-URDC and MASDER have presented their reports for the future of the Walled City of
Famagusta to the Municipality as a follow-up of this event.
