Her Ekim ayinda BM-Habitat (UN-HABITAT) ve ortaklari, kentsel strdurilebilirlik Gzerine bir aylik etkinlikler ve
tartismalar diizenlemektedir. Her yil Ekim ayinin ilk pazartesi giinii olan Diinya Habitat (insan Yerlesimleri) Giinii ile
acilisi yapilan ve 31 Ekim Diinya Sehirler Giinii ile son bulan etkinlikler, Kentsel Ekim olarak adlandiriimaktadir.
Kentsel Ekim, herkesin, sehirlerimizdeki ve kasabalarimizdaki hizli degisimin yarattigi zorluklar ve firsatlar hakkinda
gerceklesecek olan sohbetin bir parcasi olmasi icin bir firsattir. Her Ekim ayinda, Kentsel Ekim kapsaminda, ulusal ve
yerel ydonetimlerden Universitelere, STK'lara ve topluluklara kadar, strdirilebilir kentlesmeyle ilgilenen herkes, sanal
ve/veya fiziksel etkinlikler ve tartismalar diizenlemeye veya katilmaya tesvik edilmektedir. 2021 yili Kentsel Ekim’i,
BM-Habitat'in Sehirler icin iklim Eylemi (ClimateAction4Cities) kampanyasinin da temasi olan ‘iklim krizine’
odaklanacak, ancak konuyla ilgili faaliyetler siirdirilebilir kentlesmenin herhangi bir yoni ile ilgili olabilecektir.

Kentsel Ekim etkinliklerinin baslangi¢c gliini olarak ele alinan Dinya Habitat Ginid'nlin amaci ise, sehirlerimizin
durumu ve herkesin yeterli barinma temel hakki tzerinde distinmektir. Ayni zamanda diinyaya, sehirlerimizin ve
kasabalarimizin gelecegini sekillendirme giicii ve sorumluluguna sahip oldugumuzu hatirlatmayi amaclayan ve her
yil Ekim ayinin ilk pazartesi giini kutlanan Diinya Habitat Gilinl, 1985 yilinda Birlesmis Milletler Genel Kurulu
tarafindan 40/202 sayil Karar ile kurulmus ve ilk olarak 1986 yilinda kutlanmistir. Bu baglamda, 2021'de 4 Ekim’e
denk gelen Dlinya Habitat GUnu'nln bu yilki temasi, ‘karbonsuz bir diinya icin kentsel eylemi hizlandirmak’ olarak
belirlenmistir. Diinya genelinde sehirler, kentsel sera gazi emisyonlarinin biyik kismini olusturan ulasim, binalar,
enerji ve atik yonetimi ile kiresel karbondioksit emisyonlarinin yaklasik ylizde 70'inden sorumludur. BM-Habitat’in
cesitli belgelerinde de vurgulandigi Gizere, gezegenimizin gelecegi, sirdurulebilir, karbon nétr, kapsayici sehirler ve
kasabalar yaratmak icin birlikte calisan ulusal, bolgesel ve yerel yonetimler ve kuruluslara, topluluklara, akademik
kurumlara, oOzel sektore ve ilgili tim paydaslara baglidir. Diinya Habitat Giini, kiresel ‘Sifira Dogru Yaris



Kampanyasi’ni ve BM-Habitat'in ClimateAction4Cities'ini gliglendirmeyi ve yerel yonetimleri, Kasim ayinda yapilacak
uluslararasi iklim degisikligi zirvesi COP26'ya kadar eyleme gegirilebilir sifir karbon planlari gelistirmeye tesvik etmeyi
hedeflemektedir. Bu baglamda tiim diinyada farkli diizeyde etkinlikler diizenlenmekte olan Diinya Habitat Giini’nde,
sehirler, kiiresel karbondioksit emisyonlarinin yaklasik yizde 70'inden sorumlu oldugundan, sirdirilebilir,
karbonsuz, kapsayici sehirlerin nasil olusturulacagina odaklanilacaktir.

Daha kapsayici, giivenli, dayanikli ve siirdiiriilebilir sehirlere ulasmak ve “Karbonsuz Bir Diinya i¢in Kentsel Eylemi
Hizlandirmak”

Bugiin diinya nifusunun yiizde 55'i sehirlerde ve kasabalarda yasamaktadir ve bu sayi her gegen glin artmaktadir.
Birlesmis Milletler Surdirdlebilir Kalkinma Giindemi ve Stirdirulebilir Kalkinma Amaci (SKA) 11, “sehirleri kapsayici,
givenli, dayanikli ve strdarilebilir kilmak” amaciyla, strdirilebilir kentlesmeyi kiresel kalkinma giindemlerinin
merkezine koymaktadir. 2016 yilinda Yeni Kentsel Giindemin benimsenmesiyle, diinyanin pek ¢ok lkesinde ulusal
ve yerel yonetimler, SKA11 (SDG11)'i gercege donlstiirmek icin tim paydaslari dahil ederek, sehirlerin, donlisiimsel
bir degisimden faydalanabilir olmasi ve kentlesen bir diinyada herkes igin daha iyi bir yasam saglayabilir olmasi adina
yeniden yapilanma ve strateji belirleme yoluna gitmeye baslamislardir. Diinya Habitat Glinl 2021 yili igin belirlenen
‘Karbonsuz bir diinya igin kentsel eylemi hizlandirmak’ ana temasi kapsaminda BM-Habitat’in vermeye ¢alistigl temel
mesajlar ise asagida siralanmistir (https://urbanoctober.unhabitat.org/sites/default/files/2021-09/whd-2021-key-
meesages.pdf):

o iklim degisikligine karsi miicadele sehir ve kasabalarda kazanilacak ya da kaybedilecektir. Gezegenin
gelecegi, kent sakinlerimizin eylemlerine bagldir. Ekonomik biyimenin ve nifusun sehirlerde
yogunlasmasi, onlari iklim degisikligine katkida bulunan kilit unsurlar haline getirmektedir.

e  Sehirler, kiiresel niifusun ytzde 50'sinden fazlasini, kiresel enerji tiiketiminin Ggte ikisini ve yillik kiiresel
karbon emisyonlarinin yliizde 70'inden fazlasini olusturmaktadir.

e  Kdiresel sicaklik artisini sanayi oncesi sicakliklarin 1,5 C (izerinde sinirlamak igin, 2050 civarinda net sifira
ulasan 2010 seviyelerine kiyasla, kiiresel emisyonlari 2030'a kadar ylizde 45 azaltmaliyiz. Kiiresel sicakliklar
bunun Gzerine giktiginda en siddetli iklim etkileri beklenecektir.

e Net sifir iklim eylemi, emisyonlari azaltan eyleme bitinsel bir yaklasim getirerek, kimseyi ve higbir yeri
geride birakmamahdir.

e  Bu, sehirleri farkh sekilde planlamak, insa etmek, yonetmek ve giiglendirmek igin kritik bir andir. Her lke,
sehir, finans kurumu ve sirket, 2050 yilina kadar net sifir emisyona gegcis planlarini benimsemelidir. Dlistik
ve sifir karbon hedefleri, yerel ekonomik firsatlar saglar, enerji sebekesinin direncini ve ticaret ve ihracatta
rekabet glicind artirir.

e  Sehirlerdeki karbon emisyonlarinin ¢ogu binalardan gelmektedir. Kasabalar ve sehirler, yerel kosullar igin
tasarlanmis enerji verimli altyapi ve konutlar insa etmelidir. Ayni zamanda, mevcut binalar, ¢cok daha az
enerji kullanmalari igin, daha iyi yalitim veya havalandirma gibi daha verimli dnlemler veya teknolojiler
uygulanarak glglendirilmelidir.

e Isitma, aydinlatma ve iklimlendirme dahil olmak Gizere binalari galistirmak igin kullanilan enerji ylizde 28'dir.

e  Tum karbon emisyonlarinin tlkelerin temiz, kaynaklari verimli kullanan enerji Gretmesi ve fosil yakitlardan
uzaklagmasi gerekir. 2009'dan beri yenilenebilir elektrigin maliyeti hem gilines hem de riizgar enerjisi igin
disth ve dismeye devam edecektir. Simdi ve gelecekte enerji tiiketimi ve ilgili maliyetler azaltilacak ve
ornegin hava kirliliginin azaltilmasi gibi saglkla ilgili faydalar daha strdarilebilir bir gelecegi glivence altina
alacaktir.

e Kirletici enerjiden yenilenebilir enerjiye gegis, etkilenen topluluklari desteklemek ve yesil isler yaratmak igin
yerel yonetimleri, sendikalari ve 6zel sektori iceren adil bir gegis olmalidir.

e 2050'de var olacak altyapinin ¢ogu heniiz insa edilmedi. Yapi malzemeleri ve insaat sektord, yillik
karbondioksit emisyonlarinin yizde 11'ini olusturuyor. Cikarilirken veya (retilirken karbondioksit
Uretmeyen malzemelerin kullaniimasi emisyonlari azaltacaktir.

e Karayolu, demiryolu, hava ve su yoluyla ulasim, karbondioksit emisyonlarinin yaklasik beste birini
olusturmaktadir; ¢ogunlugu sehir ici araba gezileri de dahil olmak Uzere karayolu tasimaciligindan
gelmektedir. Glvenli, erisilebilir, uygun fiyath ve diisik karbonlu toplu tasimanin yani sira yuriyls ve




bisiklete binme tesisleri de dahil olmak (izere entegre modellere acilen odaklanilmasi gerekmektedir. lyi
ulasim altyapisina sahip kompakt sehirler planlamak, sera gazi emisyonlarini azaltmanin anahtaridir.

e Kaynak verimli ekonomilere gecisi desteklemek amaciyla COVID-19'dan kapsayici bir yesil toparlanma icin
iklim eylemini hizlandirmak, iklim degisikligini yavaslatacaktir. Yenilenebilir enerji tarafindan yonlendirilen
entegre, baglantili ve daha yesil sehirler, gezegenin yani sira kentsel topluluklarin sagligini da saglayacaktir.

Tim bu mesajlari inceledigimizde, diinya lkelerinin ve sehirlerinin konustugu konulari, odaklandigi sorunlari ve olasi
¢ozlimleri gordiigimizde, Kuzey Kibris'ta sehirlerimiz bunun neresinde ve neler yapiyor diye yeniden diisiinmeden
edemiyoruz. Yerel segimlerin de yaklastigi 6nimizdeki aylarda,

Bitiin bu sorularin yanitlarini ararken de kimseyi ve higbir yeri geride
birakmayan, kapsayici ve bitiinlesik bir planlama anlayisina dogru kendimizi, kurumlarimizi, yaklagimlarimizi
degistirip donlstirmeliyiz.

ilk olarak 1949 yilinda, Paris’teki Institut d’Urbanisme Universitesi mezunu olan Giiney Amerikali Profesér Carlos
Maria della Paolera’nin girisimleri ile kutlanmaya baslanan Sehircilik GinQ, yerel ve kiiresel 6l¢ekte planlamaya
yonelik kamusal ve meseki ilginin artmasini hedeflemektedir. 1976 yilindan itibaren Tirkiye’nin de sahiplendigi bu
uluslararasi glinde, TBMMOB - Sehir Plancilari Odasi ve subeleri diizenledikleri gesitli etkinlikler ile yasanabilir bir
kente ve topluma sahip olabilmek icin sehirciligin &nemine vurgu yapmaktadirlar. Ulkemizde ise Sehircilik Giini,
1974 yilinda kurulmus olan KTMMOB, Sehir Plancilari Odasi (lyeleri tarafindan bir basin mesaji ile topluma
hatirlatilmaktadir. Bu yil DAU Kentsel Arastirma ve Gelistirme Merkezi ile DAU Kadin Arastirmalari Merkezi ‘Kent
Mekani ve Toplumsal Cinsiyet konulu panelinde toplumsal cinsiyet kavramini irdeleyecek, ve 6zellikle kadinin
toplumdaki pozisyonunu, toplumsal cinsiyet rollerini, ve bu kapsamda 6zel/kamusal alan ayrimini tartismaya agacak.
Bu yazi ise bu yilki Diinya Sehirler Giinii temasi olan ‘Sehirleri iklim Dayaniklihgina Uyarlamak’ temelinde toplumu
diisiindiirtmek amaci ile DAU Toplumsal Duyarliik Merkezi’ni temsilen kaleme alinmistir.

iklim degisikligi, afetler, gida giivenligi, géc, barinma, yoksulluk, toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligi, issizlik, ekonomik kriz
ve sug gibi konular bugiin pekcok diinya kentinin ortak giindemini olusturmaktadir. icinde bulundugumuz cografya
ise ozellikle Afrika, Orta ve Yakin Dogu boélgelerinde yasanan siyasi istikrarsizliklar, savas, aglik, iklim degisikligi,
kuraklik gibi sorunlar nedeniyle kendi memleketlerinde barinamayan insanlarin; lke sinirlari igindeki diger kentlere
ya da sinirlari disinda baska iilkelere gé¢ etmek zorunda kalmalari ile ciddi sekilde etkilenmistir. Ozellikle Suriye'de
yasanan savas ve ¢atisma ortami nedeniyle miltecilerin yarattigi demografik haraketlilik, Turkiye'yi yakindan,
Ulkemizi ise dolayli olarak etkilemisir.



Kentleri etkileyen bu ortak sorunlar ve/veya iginde bulunduklari cografyayi baglayan 6zellikli meseleler yaninda son
iki yildir karsi karsiya kaldigimiz pandemi siireci, siirdiiriilebilir kentlere verilen degeri daha da artmistir. BM insan
Yerlesimleri Programi (UN-HABITAT)'in en son Diinya Kentleri Raporu’nda sirdirilebilir kentleri tesvik etmek igin
karar mekanizmalarina, yerel topluluklar da dahil olmak Gzere tim paydaslari dahil eden kentlerin dnemine ve
faydasina dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Bu baglamda BM Genel Sekreteri Anténio Guterres de, kentlerin ve topluluklarin
COVID-19’a karsl miicadelede 6n saflarda yer aldigini belirterek, ancak bu bilingle, toplu olarak, hep birlikte, herkes
icin gercekten slrdurilebilir kentler yaratabilecegimizi vurgulamistir.

Glinimuz kentini anlatan bu giris anektodu iginde bulundugumuz 21. yizyil kentlerinin ne kadar dinamik ve karmasik
bilesenlerden olusan bir sosyo-ekonomik ve insan ekosistemine sahip oldugunu gézler 6niine sermektedir. Kentler
cesitli insan yuzlesmelerinin, diyalektiklerinin ve duygularinin paylasildigi mekanlar ve yerler. Yunan filozof ve bilge,
bati felsefesinin 6nclsl Aristo’ya gore, ‘Kent insa edilmis siyasettir’. Bu yaklasima gére kent formu, kentin siyasi
degerleri ve yodnetimi ile yakindan iliskilidir. Nitekim Yunan kentleri de bu disiinceyi destekleyecek sekilde
tasarlanmistir; soyle ki, ‘Agora’ yani kent meydani kentin sosyal ve siyasi dlizeninin saglanmasina hizmet eden;
sanatin, spor miisabakalarinin, ticaretin, siyasetin, sosyal ve ruhani yasamin sekil buldugu mekan olarak vardir.
Amerikall aktivist, yazar Jane Jacobs ise 1960’l yillarda kenti, ekonomik gelisimini kendi yerel ekonomisinden
saglayan bir sistem olarak agiklamistir. Yine paralel dénemlerde yazan sosyolog ve kent tarihgisi Lewis Mumford ise
kenti sosyal iliskiler bitiininln bir simgesi olarak gérdiiglint belirtmistir.

21. ylzyila geldigimizde ise kentlerin vatandaslarina daha kaliteli bir yasam sunmak igin daha surdirdlebilir gevreler
yaratmak ile yikiml{ oldugu tartisiimaktadir. AB, Kentsel Cevre ile ilgili yayinladigi Yesil Rapor’da tim kentlerin
surdirilebilir bir yapiya kavusmak icin daha yaratici, ve innovatif yaklasimlara yonelerek; toplumlarin kiltirlerine
sahip ¢ikmalarini salik vermektedir. 21. Ylzyll Avrupa kentleri daha siirdirilebilir bir ¢evre; anakent yarisini
kazanmak igin savasirken, 6te yandan daha da istikrarsiz hale geldiklerini de gézlemliyoruz. Séyle ki dahil ederken
dishyorlar; bir araya getirirken béltyorlar; timlerken, pargaliyorlar. Kentler, bu ikilemleri icinde barindirmalari
dolayisti ile, stirdurilebilir kalkinma varilcak bir hedeften ziyade iyi yénetilen bir yolculugun basari ile tamamlanmasi
anlamina geliyor.

Avrupa Surdirilebilir Kentler Sézlesmesi sirdirilebilirliligi yaratici, uyum ve denge arayan; yerel karar verme
mekanizmalarinin tiimline yayilmis bir slireg olarak tanimlar. Kentsel stirdirdlebilirlik, saglikli bir cevre, sosyal uyum,
ve birlikte evrimlesme temeline dayanip yurttaslarin karar verme mekanizmasina daha etkin katilimlarini talep
etmektedir.

Avrupa Birligi kentlerinde strudurilebilir gevre 6rnekleri ile karsilasmamiz, bu konuda pek ¢ok yasal diizenlemenin
Uretilmis olmasi ve bunlarin gergeklestirilebilmesi i¢in ara¢ ve tesviklerin gesitli programlar yolu ile kentlere
sunulmasi ile iliskilidir. Bu kapsamda ekolojik kéyler, ve kendine yetebilen daha kiiglik yerlesimler, kendi karar ve
yonetim mekanizmalarini Uretebildikleri, kendin tasarla-kendin yap yontemi ile kurduklari ve yenilenebilir eneriji
kaynaklari ile besledikleri yasam alanlarinda, atik suyun yeniden dénustirilmesi, atik yonetimi gibi konularda
ekolojik ¢oztimler tretebildikleri ve tesvikler ile bunlari hayata gegirebildikleri igin var oluyorlar. Bu anlamda bunu
talep eden ve dolayisi ile mimkin kilan topluluklari da unutmamak lazim. Daha yaya odakh ulasim bigimleri
diisiinmek, yayalastirilmis sokaklarin sosyal degerini ve uzun vadedeki kazanimlarini tanimaktan geciyor. iklimin
elverisli oldugu kentlerde bisiklet kullanimini da desteklemek, surdirilebilir ulasim hedeflerine ulasmak agisindan
onem arzetmekte, var olan toplum tarafindan da talep edilmektedir. Bu kapsamda daha kisa mesafeli kentler
yaratmak, ¢ok merkezli Avrupa planlama yaklasiminin énemli bir araci haline gelmistir. Tramway sistemleri de
yenilikgi ¢dzlmler olarak kentlerde daha sik karsimiza ¢ikmaya baslamistir. Daha hizli, temiz, rahat, kolay ulasilabilir,
toplu tasima sistemleri arabaya alternatif olarak daha gok tercih edilmeye baslamistir.

Bir diger hedef ekonomik olarakta sirdirilebilir kentler yaratamak yodniinde ¢oziimler Uretmektir. Kent
ekonomilerinin gliclendirmesindeki en bliylk potansiyel kent altyapisi ve yerel kurumlardir. Bunlarin yénetimlerinin
gelistirilmesi ve kapasitelerinin artirilmasi uzun vadede olumlu sonuglar vermistir. Kiiresellesme ile birlikte pekgok
Avrupa metropoli denetimin ve yonetimin merkezi haline gelmis; bu kapsamda kamu-6zel isbirlikleri daha da 6nem
kazanmistir. Tarihi ve kiltlirel 6neme sahip yerleskelerin, ticari ve kiyi yerlesimlerinin korunmasi ve yeniden
islevlendirilmesi kent yénetimlerinin 6ncelikleri arasinda olmus, 1986 Kent Yenileme Yasasi ile birlikte baslayan



tesvik projelerden ise dnemli dersler g¢ikarilmistir. Daha biyik isletmelere yapilan yatirimlar kenar kentlerin
yaratilmasina ve merkezlerin bosalmasina neden oldugundan, kent merkezlerini canh tutacak kiglik ve orta
blyuklikteki isletmelere destek artirlmistir. Girisimci-yerel yonetim ve Universiteler arasindaki isbirlikleri tesvik
edilerek uluslararasi ticari parklarin yapiimasi desteklenmistir.

Surdirilebilir gelisme agisindan baska dnemli bir hedef sosyal olarak siirdirtlebilir kentler yaratmaktadir. Glinimiiz
kentleri, 6zellikle savas, ve iklim degisikligine bagl gogler ile hergegen giin daha da pargalanmakta, kent sermayesinin
adil dagihmi zorlagsmaktadir. Sermayenin esit dagitilamamasi kent etkinliklerini olumsuz etkilemekte ve kiiltirel
degisimin oniinde de engeller olusturmaktadir. Bunun yarattig issizlik ve sosyal dislanma kentlerde ikili
oriintilemelere neden olmaktadir. Kentlerde is imkanlari yaratmak, glinliik yasam kosullarini iylestirecek hizmetler
sunmak, gcevre kalitesini yukariya cekmek, turizm ve eglence amagh hizmetler sunmak, sosyal yasami da iyilestirerek
kente olumlu katkilar yapmistir. Avrupa kentleri, 1950-70 yillari arasinda kent ¢eperlerinde tasarlanan toplu konut
projelerinin uzun vadede sosyal anlamda gesitli gerilimlere neden oldugunu deneyimlemis, ve bu kapsamda daha
yasanabilir konut ¢evrelerinin yaratiimasi i¢in adimlar atmistir.

Ekolojik yerleskeler yaratmak strdirdlebilir bir planlama hedefi olarak artik tiim Avrupa kentlerinin hedefleri
arasinda yer almaktadir. Bu kapsamda kentler iginde kiigilik kentler yaratmak; bu siireci yonetebilecek gigla liderleri
segmek ve vizyonu agik yatirimcilara firsatlar yaratmak onemlidir. Kenar kentlerin yeniden canlandiriimasi, kent
merkezlerindeki tarihi ve kiltirel mirasin korunmasi, kamusal alanlarin demokrasiyi koruyan kent elemanlari olarak
soyal yasamin ayrilmaz bir pargasi olarak planlanmada yer almasi, kentlerin imajina katkida bulunacak altyapi
projelerinin (EXPO, Olimpiyat Oyunlari, Festivaller) desteklenmesi, sembolik yapilar araciligl ile kent turizmi ve
ekonomisine katki saglanmasi, stridirilebilir kentler yaratmak igin yénetimlerin 6ncelikli hedeleri arasinda yer
almaktadir.

Son olarak bahsedilen planlama yaklasimlarinin hayata gegirilebilmesi igin var olmasi gereken en 6nemli iki
etmenden bahsederek yazimizi sonlandirip sizleri disiinmeye sevk etmek istiyoruz. Surdirilebilir kentler yaratmak,
siyasi istikrar, halk katilimi ve dayanismasi ile mimkin. Kentliler, siyasi istikrarin var oldugu durumlarda kent
ybnetimine protestocu olarak degil etkin katilimci olarak paydas olabiliyorlar. Ancak ego merkezci kentliden eko
merkezci kentliye donlismek egitim ve kdltlrel bir dontsimi gerekli kiliyor. Karar vericilerin déniisimi
destekleyebilecek bireyler olmasi, kentli katimini ve dayanismasina destek vermeleri, strdirilebilir kalkinmayi
miimkin kilacagindan nasil segildikleri de ¢ok 6nemli. Sivil toplum, kadin érgtleri ve diger sivil toplum kuruluslari
kentin yeniden canlandirilmasina énemli katkilari olabilecek paydaslarak olarak desteklenmelidir. Kent ile ilgili
calistaylar, sanatsal ve kdltirel faaliyetler kent paydaslarini yakinlastiracagindan ve kent ile ilgili sorunlarin
¢ozlimiinde katilimi ve is birligini artiracagindan kent yoneticileri tarafindan 6zendirilmelidirler. Kentsel demokrasi,
kentlerin var olmasinda ve sirdirilebilirlik kapasitelerinde 6nemli bir etmendir. Kentleri tim aktorleri ile birlikte
ybnetebilmeyi 6grenmeli ve kentlerimizi planlamayi yetkin olmayan siyasetgilere ve kamu yararindan uzak disen
plancilara birakmamaliyiz.

Kent planlamasinda halk katiliminin ve paylasiminin yiiksek oldugu Finlandiya ve benzeri basarili érneklerden dersler
¢ikarmali ve denemekten vazgegmemeliyiz. Bu kapsamda Helsinki’de okul 6grencilerinin kent tarihi okuduklarini ve
kentlerini yeniden yeniden tasarlamak Gzere yerel yonetimler tarafindan tesvik edildiklerini; yine Kitee kentinde
‘Kent Plancisi olarak Cocuklar’ projesi oldugunu ve bu kapsamda gevreye duyarl kentliler yetistigini ve pekgok diger
kentin ¢ocuklardan olusan belediye konseylerinin oldugunu biliyor muydunuz? Peki biz cocuklarimiza ne birakmayi
planliyoruz ve onlari gelecekte ne olmaya tesvik ediyoruz? icinde yasadiklari kenti planlama iradesi ve hakki olan eko
kentliler mi olacaklar yoksa araba, cep telefonu ve ev tiiketen ego-kentliler mi?

Around the world, there are multitudes of cities that have been affected by war and conflict. Cities are fragmented by violence in their urban landscape. Conflicts such as
these force people to flee their cities, creating refugees, who in turn face another form of conflict as they immigrate to places with anti-immigrant attitudes. The current
Russian-Ukrainian conflict has caught the world's attention since the conflict in this dimension has not been seen in the European context since WW2. However, war and
conflict are an everyday reality in many geographies for decades as a global crisis. According to the United Nations, nearly two billion of the world's population is living in
conflict and tension zones. More importantly, conflict is getting cities to be more fragmented and communities to be more fractured. Therefore, researchers need to
examine cilies as sites of contemporary warfare and insecurity.

Conflict refers to ‘situations where individuals and groups have incongruent interests that are contradictory and potentially mutually exclusive but contained’; violence is
the manifestation of that conflict (Moser & Rodgers 2012: 2). With every conflict, we lose people. We lose our loved ones. We lose human beings. We lose our homes. We are
forced to migrate. Our cities are destroyed. Our identities are shocked. And we lose our cultural and urban heritage.

As the home for JURD, Urban Research and Development Center of the Eastern Mediterranean University, we deplore the lives already lost and threatened by the
deterioration of the situation in the Ukrainian territory as well as in other territories in any region. We also fear the loss of heritage in every conflict zone. Like many other
organizations, we would like to call for respect for the core values of humans: respect for human rights, democracy, rule of law, the values of peace, and respect for our
shared history and cultural heritage.

Eastern Mediterranean University is co-hosting a networking event at #WUF11 with #City Space
Architecture on the “Power of Public Space for Post-conflict Reconstruction in Contested Cities" and
supported by #ISOCARP.

This networking event focuses on knowledge sharing on public space and its meaning in conflict cities
for shaping resilient communities. In conflict cities, for example, in divided cities like Nicosia, in the
course of daily life, urban public space is often shared more than residents realize. Thus, urban public
spaces create room for unexpected or surprising encounters and illustrate both the potential and
challenges of having a less segregated city. The event intends to bring together public space experts,
scholars, designers, professionals, planners, etc. to share experiences and knowledge that they have
gained in conflict cities of Nicosia, Famagusta, East Jerusalem, Johannesburg, Beirut, Sarajevo-Bosnia,
Berlin, and Prishtina.

On behalf of the
United Nations, the WUF11 is being organized by Poland’s Ministry of Development Funds and Regional Policy.
Representatives of national, regional, and local governments, academics, businesspeople, community leaders,
urban planners, and civil society representatives will be among the thousands of people who are expected to
attend the event.

The World Urban Forum (WUF) is the premier global conference on sustainable urbanization. The WUF was
established in 2001 by the United Nations to examine one of the most pressing issues facing the world today:
rapid urbanization and its impact on communities, cities, economies, climate change, and policies. The first WUF
was held in Nairobi, Kenya in 2002 and has been held around the world ever since.

In the 11™" World Urban Forum, 330 different events will take place under various topics such as “Sustainable
Development Goals in Action”, “One UN”, “Voices from Cities”, “Networking” and “Urban Library”. Within the
scope of these events, EMU Urban Research and Development Center will organize the “Power of Public Space
for Post-Conflict Reconstruction in Contested Cities” networking event. The EMU URDC's event is also supported
by the International Society of City and Regional Planners (ISOCARP) and City Space Architecture (CSA) which has
a cooperation agreement with EMU. To be held hybrid on the 30 of June, 2022 within the scope of the WUF11,
the event is to be moderated by EMU URDC Director Prof. Dr. Sebnem Hoskara and CSA Director Luisa Bravo.
Moreover, EMU URDC Vice Director Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nevter Zafer Comert will be one of the speakers at the event.
